T-BALL RULES FOR 2026
T-Ball Divisions are subject to the Washington County Civic League Official League Rules and\or normal baseball rules with the following modifications for league play:

1. SCORING / BATTING 

A. Score is NOT kept for T-Ball games. 

B. ALL players must be placed in the batting order.
C. Teams will bat all the way through their line-up each inning, regardless of outs. 
D. A player that is called out will be removed from the base and return to the dugout, but no outs will be recorded in regard to the length of an inning. 
E. There is a limit of five (5) swings, at which time the batter is out. If the batter fouls the 5th swing, the batter gets another swing until the batter hits a fair ball or does not make contact with the ball.
F. No bunting is allowed.

G.   All batters will wear proper batting helmet. Faceguards are not required.
H.  There is no infield fly rule.

I.   NO stealing. A batter will not leave a base until the ball is hit off the Tee. 

J.   On a hit ball there is no limit on bases allowed, proper sportsmanship should be displayed.

K.  Play will stop when a defensive player on the infield has secured possession of the ball.

L.  In addition to two (2) base coaches a “T” Coach will be allowed at home plate. 
2.  DEFENSE
A.   No more than two (2) coaches on the field during defensive possession.
B.   Teams can play all players in the field on defense.
C.   Catcher will wear a minimum of a Helmet with facemask and chest protector.
D.   One (1) player shall be in the pitcher’s position with at least one foot inside the       pitcher’s circle or on the pitcher’s mound if circle is not available. 
E.   ONLY six (6) players including the catcher will be allowed on the infield. The rest must be in the outfield. The outfield is defined as at least 10 feet outside of the base lines in fair territory.
F.  Infield players must be positioned at “normal” infield baseball positions and all players, including pitcher, must remain in their positions until the ball is hit off the Tee.
4. FIELD DIMENSIONS
A. There will be an eight 8-foot radius circle around the pitching rubber when possible.

B.  Games will be played with 60-foot base lengths when possible.
5. REGULATION GAME / TIME LIMIT
  

A. T-Ball game is four (4) innings or a fifty (50) minute time limit. Games will be allowed to finish an inning after the time limit expires.                                   
6. UMPIRES 

A. An umpire is NOT required for T-Ball games and in most cases will not be used. If an umpire is used, they will call the game from behind home plate.
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
